BANI talks to the Ze-
bras captain ahead 
of tomorrows game

DD:  Hello. How 
is the mood in the 
camp ahead of the 
game against Ma-
lawi?

Sox: The vibe is 
great as usual. We are 
all prepared to go out 
there to do our best for 
the country, our sup-
porters and of course 
ourselves. We are 
physical and mentally 
prepared for the game

DD: The Zebras 
go into the game as 
favourites after win-
ning the home tie and 
being placed above 
them in the FIFA 
rankings.  What does 
that do to the teamʼs 
morale? 

Sox: We are con-
fident of our chances 
of doing well again 
against Malawi. We 
are however aware that 
it wonʼt be a walk over. 
We will have to sweat 
for whatever result we 
get. Personally I do 
not fear them. I have 
played enough games 
against them to know 
what to expect.  It 
wonʼt be easy but we 
will fight it out till 
the last second of the 
game. 

DD:  Malawi are 
last in the group and 
it looks like they have 
nothing to play for 
but pride. Donʼt you 
think that this will 
perhaps make things 
easier for the Zebras 
tomorrow?

Sox: This will 
actually make them 
more dangerous. After 
all they have nothing 
to lose. I donʼt think 
they want to finish last 
in the group. They will 
be playing to redeem 
their dented image and 
this makes them poten-
tially lethal opponents. 
We must just be cau-
tious.

However after 
watching them play-
ing against Zambia in 
the COSAFA Castle 
Cup last Sunday I real-
ize they can be beaten. 
We are more or les on 
the same level. I must 
say that our chances of 
qualifying for the Af-

rica Cup of Nations will 
depend on how other 
teams in the group play. 
We however still have a 
mathematical chance of 
making it. 

DD: They will be 
playing at home. Do 
you see that as an ad-
vantage? 

Sox: Itʼs a big plus 
and it might work for 
them. It can also work 
against them if we play 
well enough to turn their 
supporters against them. 
I think there will be more 
pressure on them than us, 
we have learnt not to feel 
any pressure. 

DD: So you think 
we can do the double 
over Malawi? 

Sox: Yes itʼs possi-
ble but it wonʼt be easy. 
It will mostly depend on 
how well we play on the 
day. With hard work and 
commitment we can pull 
it off. It will be a great 
achievement for us. 

DD: You captained 
the side against Tunisia. 
Do you think you will 
wear the band again to-
morrow? 

Sox: Maybe. 

DD: Why? 
Sox: Marumo has 

recovered from his re-

cent injury and he 
might start. I am his 
assistant and if I hap-
pen to be captain of 
the game I will wear 
the band with pride 
and passion as always.  

DD: Does wear-
ing the captainʼs 
band not put you un-
der pressure? 

Sox: No. You 
canʼt afford to feel any 
pressure because you  
lead the team on the 
field.  A leader under 
pressure cannot do a 
proper job. 

DD: What mes-
sage do you have for 
the nation especially 
those that will be 
travelling to watch 
the game? 

Sox: They must 
keep the trust and faith 
they have had in us in 
the past. Their support 
is very important and 
we will do our best not 
to disappoint them. We 
always play for them 
and their support keeps 
the hope in us alive. 
We need it. Itʼs like 
having an extra player 
on the field of play. 

DD: Good luck 
for tomorrow 

Sox: Thank broth-
er. We will need it.

TASC’S towering defender Boitumelo 
‘Kanu’ Mafoko will be instrumental as the 
Ghetto’s top team continue their challenge 

for the league honours.
He told Voice Sport following their victory 

against Police XI last weekend: “We are now placed 
in a very comfortable position and Iʼm hopeful that if 
we continue with our current form, we have the po-
tential to bring the championship home.”

The Moshopha born player joined Tasc last sea-
son and helped them stay in pole position for most of 
the season before they lost the plot in their final game 
against FC Satmos.

“That was very painful for us after all that hard 
work, but we had to accept the outcome and were 
consoled by the fact that our performances had not 
been embarrassing after all. We had put up a good run 
and were the only ones with a chance of bringing the 
championship to the north,” he said.

Village
The 24-year old who can pack a lethal shot with 

either foot, has been playing football for as far back 
as he can remember. Like most Botswana footballers, 
Mafoko grew up playing the game in the dusty streets 
of his home village. His talent was first recognised by 
second division outfit, Moshopha Tigers.

Mafoko who counts Eccoʼs Malepa Bolelang 
amongst his toughest opponents, has had a stint with 
the national team, but never got to play any game 
due to the tight training schedule. “That was the time 
when the national team was preparing for their game 
against Kenya and I never got to play any game.

“Playing for the national team is every playerʼs 
dream and I intend to work harder at my club to prove 
my potential,” he said.

Coach Teenage Mpote talks highly of the player 
who has scored four goals for the club this season. 
“He is a very good defender and he has also proved to 
be a utility player. He is comfortable in any position 
on the pitch. 

“When Tebogo Mothusi is away with the nation-
al team, Mafoko takes his position in the midfield and 
he does an equally good job. He also plays well as a 
striker and that is why he has been able to score four 
goals for the club so far,” he said.

Tomorrow the Tongo boys will be intent on 
avenging the 4-0 defeat suffered at the feet of Mo-
chudi Centre Chiefs when the two side meet at the 
National Stadium. Mpote knows that history might 
repeat itself,  but he is not bothered by the past. “We 
are aware of what Chiefs are capable of,  but with the 
championship within grasp we wonʼt be taking any 
prisoners. Our aim now is to give a hundred percent 
in all our remaining games.”
